	Prahlad GOALA
	Journalist. Had recently published in the daily Asomiya Khabar that linked the local forestry service officials to timber smuggling. 

	8 January 2006
	Russia
	Vagif KOCHETKOV
	Correspondent for the Moscow daily Trud and columnist for the local newspaper Tulskii Molodoi Kommunar. Died from injuries suffered in an attack on 27 December 2005. The motive of his death may be related for his journalism.

	Graciano AQUINO
	Newspaper columnist. Shot dead. It is not clear if he was killed because of his work.

	Subramaniyam SUGIRDHARAJAN
	Part-time journalist with the Tamil-language daily Sudaroli. He has recently reported on abuses Tamil paramilitary groups in his region.

Her last book Putin’s War: Life in a Falling Democracy, will be published in December 2006. Her death could be related to her work as a journalist and writer.
